The following is a rubric for your element research project. It is a list of the items needed for your project and how many points each item is worth. Please refer to it often when completing your project. 
_____ (25 pts) All of the information of the element card is completed correctly. You will lose 2

points for each incorrect component. 
_____ (10 pts) The element cards are placed in the correct order. You will lose 1 point for every
element card placed in the wrong order. 
_____ (10 pts) The questions that follow the activity is correctly completed. You will lose 1 point for
every question that is incorrect/incomplete. 
_____ (5 pts) Element cards are correctly colored. You will lose 1 point for each element card

colored incorrectly. 
_____ (5 pts) The title of your periodic table and names of the groups (families) are correctly listed
without any spelling errors. 
Part II: Writing assignment – Properties of the periodic table

_____ (15 pts) Student explain what the periodic table is and discuss and explain the components of
each element card. Components that you may discuss include but is not limited to: atomic
number, atomic mass, protons, neutrons, electrons, chemical symbol, physical state (solids,
metal, etc.) This history of the periodic table should also be included. 
_____ (15 pts) Student discuss the way the periodic table is organized. This includes the how the
elements are ordered, the difference between the periods and groups in the periodic table, the
names of the families located in each group and some of the properties the elements within
these families have. The reactivity of the elements as you move from left to right of the
periodic table can be discussed as well. 
_____ (10 pts) The writing piece is at least 4 paragraphs and does not contain any spelling errors. 
_____ (5 pts) Bibliography – listing all of the resources you used to find your information without any
spelling errors.
